All external openings on the boiler are blocked except for one, it is then filled with water and a pump and 

gauges are added and the boiler is ñpumped upò to find all the leaks. Now that was the interesting part, 

this boiler had more leaks in it than my garden hose where no water reaches the destination at the end of 

the hose. Iôm being a bit unfair there, as most of the leaks were where Jason had blocked off the various 

external openings and just required more thread tap to completely block the exit.  

Unfortunately I had too leave at this point so have no idea what was the end result. Now locomotives, es-

pecially steam is not my thing but I am very interested in the mechanics and engineering so I enjoyed dis-

cussing and watching Jason progress this very important part of model engineering that our Club is in-

volved in.

EMEX 2024 

Eight members of the TMMEC traveled in two vehicles to the Epsom Show Grounds where the biannual 

EMEX Show is held. This was a typical ñBoys Day Outò and in our vehicle there was interesting discus-

sion and banter 

Threatening rain held off and we were able to walk (not far) from the carpark to the Venue. On the way 

Bruce Mc managed to collect a hand full of nails for his next wood project and probably saved us the 

stress of not having a jack to change a flat tyre!! 

Entry was painless with most of our Team registered under my old business of Dingo Worx, with Regan 

as head engineer with a budget of $100,000.00!!!! He obviously hadnôt had that cleared by senior man-

agement! 

This year the Show covered 3 rooms up from last time of 2 rooms. It was opportune for the TMMEC 

Team to look at CAD programs and especially 3D printers as there were many to look at. This arm of en-

gineering is just way above me but one had to be impressed at the range and options available. Samples 

on display made my mind just boggle. Intake manifolds for engines out of materials which I gather do not 

buckle under the heat, solid structures which have like a spider work reinforcing which means they are 

lighter, use less filament to construct and are probably just as strong as a solid filled article. One company 

had I guess 3 booths of product and it looked like the ribbon section of Spotlight, amazing colours amaz-

ing selection of all types of filaments for 3D printers.  

Machinery House Stand covered one block displaying at least 8 lathes, 4 mills and other large CNC ma-

chines. CNC milling being demonstrated was unbelievably fast. I accept that you would be watching an ali 

block machined by suitable cutters that can cope with these speeds. Swarf and cutting fluid was being 

sprayed all around the machine cabinet and despite having a conveyer to discharge the swarf I would not 

wish to be the after school flunky who had to sweep the machine and floor!!    

The outside rim of the main room was called International Area, the sites were mainly small outfitted by 

Indian Companies with displays in large of tooling. I spoke with several and found that they had no agents 

in NZ and I believe were in fact looking for people to represent them here in NZ. However, all those I 

spoke to were happy to supply ñone offsò and it would come from India and take about a week. Didnôt get 

into pricing. All those I spoke with had a good command of English. 

There was a site which I gathered was the Mitutoyo representive who showed Regan a micrometer which 

went to 4 decimal places in millimeters which was spectacular but from where Regan sat 1 decimal place 

solved most of his problems, didnôt dare ask the price!!!!!!! However, the rep we spoke with went at great 

length to explain to us which battery one should use in Mitutoyo Vernierôs and the reasons why. (See arti-

cle in this mag) Some good advice I suggest. 

When we dropped Ross Campbell off in Matamata he invited us into his Man Cave where he is construct-

ing a Traction Engine. Rossôs workshop is small but has a place for everything and everything in its place.
